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The series of exhibitions, ' Time and Place
Remembered, is a special program
featuring visual documentation as a means
of memory and recording, which re-creates
a specific time and place. This third
exhibition in the series is an experiment in
recording the activities of artists.

In the programs of the Images and
Technology Gallery, we have always been
concerned with recording and transmitting
works of art which have a time focus, such
as animation and video art, as well as those
which emphasize space. As many
contemporary artists have recently begun to
point out, unless both the viewer and the
creator really have a common visual and
conscious understanding, recording and
re-creation of certain exhibitions and works
of art is difficult. That is a particular
concern for those works of art that have as
their subject images that flow away or
disappear.

This particular exhibition features Ideal
Copy, a modern art group with anonymous
members. Our image exhibition project
addresses recording and re-creation, using
the creative activities of these artists
themselves.

Ideal Copy was established in 1988 as a
creative project which is active in the field
of contemporary art. The participants'
activities go beyond the usual boundaries
of art, to target various systems in our
society. This exhibition represents an effort
to experience a completely new, gradually
appearing image of anonymous artists, and
the recording and re-creation created
through this, by means of the evolving
modes of expression of the Ideal Copy
members, including space production and
exhibition catalog.
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
