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‘Akai bana’ consists of photographs taken between 1968 and 1975 that were later compiled to form this series, with
the title borrowed from a manga by TSUGE Yoshiharu. SUDA Issei had a huge volume of prints and negatives
stored in his home and among them was a sealed box with the words ‘Do Not Open’ written on it. This contained
his early works that have now been brought back to life in the ‘Akai hana’ series.
